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Gary has finally escaped 
from the confines of laboratories, 
big cities and the arid southwest 
to the remote backwoods of 
northern Idaho.  Ever since he 
can remember he dreamed of 
living in forested mountains, off 
the electricity grid, and on his 
own acreage away from the 
masses.  Ten years ago he made 
that happen when he and his 
wife Nikki bought 80 timbered 
acres on Jerome Creek about 5 
miles from Harvard, Idaho. 

Gary and Nikki were both 
born in South Dakota, where 
Nikki earned her liberal arts de-
gree at South Dakota State Univ.  
Gary received both M.S. and 
PhD degrees in Plasma Physics 
at the Univ. of New Mexico.  He 
talked Nikki into joining him in 
Texas to work with the US Air 
Force.  They married there, but 
longed for the seasons of the 
north.  Their search for the ideal 
location included Colorado, 
South Dakota and Alaska, but 
only Idaho seemed to fit the bill. 

When they first moved to 
their tree farm, called Jerome 
Creek Farms, their first project 
was to build a driveway over a 
mile long to get to the home site.  
They wanted to be at a high ele-
vation and on a southern expo-
sure to take advantage of solar 
energy.  For several years they 
lived in a small trailer without 
electricity while they constructed 
the building they live in now.  
The “house” is energized by so-
lar panels and a large diesel gen-
erator for the cloudy days of 
winter.  Eventually, they plan to 

build a mostly underground 
home on a nearby slope that has 
a better view.  The existing 
building will then be used as a 
shop and office. 

One of Nikki's favorite 
places on their farm is a cedar 
grotto just above their home.  
The area has been thinned so it is 
very park like and they have a 
rustic hot tub there for soaking 
in.  It looked like a great place to 
relax and unwind after a day's 
activities. 

As you would expect, one 
of the greatest challenges these 
two face is getting to and from 
their home during the winter 
months.  These last two winters 
in particular have made snow 
plowing impractical because of 
snow accumulations over 10 feet.  
Undaunted,  they mere ly 
strapped on snowshoes and 
trekked the mile or so downhill 
to where the car was parked. 

Gary and Nikki have so 
far received very little economic 
reward for owning this timber-
land.  However, this does not dis-
appoint them because that was 
not the original intent in buying 
it.  But for several years now 
they have both been involved in 
meetings, classes and workshops 
that have made them more 
aware of the management oppor-
tunities on their forest, which is 
primarily in the very productive 
cedar type.  They have partici-
pated in federal and state cost-
share programs to thin over-
stocked stands, plant conifer 
seedlings where under-stocked, 
reduce hazardous forest fuels 

near their house and develop a 
spring for wildlife.  They have 
also completed a management 
plan and are now Idaho Forest 
Stewards as well as owning a 
Certified Tree Farm®. 

Future plans include con-
structing a greenhouse for grow-
ing seedlings for sale, selling pot-
ted conifers and deciduous 
shrubs and trees, growing coni-
fers for sale as landscape trees, 
and continuing the management 
of their commercial forest.  
Sounds like a lot on their plate as 
both are employed with the 
Idaho Department of Lands at 
Deary.  Nikki is the receptionist 
and office manager and Gary 
assists the Private Forestry Spe-
cialist who checks logging activi-
ties for compliance with state law 
and assists private land owners 
with forest stewardship.  During 
the spring and fall hunting sea-
sons, Gary also cooks and guides 
for Shattuck Creek Outfitters in 
Elk River.  It's no wonder these 
busy folks don't take up space in 
their house with a TV set. 

It's a long way from the 
high tech world of plasma phys-
ics in Texas to the backwoods 
lifestyle of northern Idaho, but 
Gary and Nikki are where they 
want to be.  The pay isn't as 
good, but the benefits of having 
their home in the mountains with 
their own forest around them 
seems to more than make up for 
that.  They still feel they are liv-
ing their dream and look for-
ward to their future on Jerome 
Creek Farms.

IFOA Board of Directors 
Meeting Summaries 

February, March, April, 2009 
 

February 10, 2009 
 The monthly meeting was 
held at the Forest Capital Office 
in Coeur d’Alene, Idaho. 
 Preparations for the up-
coming Family Forest Meeting in 
Moscow and the annual IFOA 
auction and raffle were dis-
cussed.  Many items are being 
donated for the silent auction.  
The inventory of IFOA hats and 
shirts is low, so more will be or-
dered for this event. 
 Publicizing the new Pa-
tron Program at the IFOA an-
nual meeting was discussed. 
 Jerry Ikola from New 
Meadows replaces Doug Westfall 
from Salmon for the “Contractor 
South” member of the Scaling 
Board. 
 House Bill 31, which 
raises the fire assessments on 
forestland, was passed in the 
House. 
 A proposed subdivision 
near Bayview, Idaho was dis-
cussed, with a variety of opinions 
given. 
 A work session followed 
the meeting to stuff envelopes 
with renewal notices and election 
ballots. 
 

March 10, 2009 
 The monthly meeting was 
held at the Forest Capital office 

in Coeur d’Alene, Idaho 
 The Winter 2009 IFOA 
Newsletter has been mailed. 
 More preparations for the 
upcoming Family Forest Meeting 
in Moscow and the annual IFOA 
auction and raffle were dis-
cussed.  Dale is once again head-
ing up the oversight of the raffle 
and auction items. 
 Larry discussed the Scal-
ing Board’s budget dilemma and 
how they have proposed to deal 
with the shortfall.  He discussed 
the possibility of having forest 
landowners contribute a scaling 
fee based on Mbf volume deliv-
ered to Idaho mills to help sup-
port the Board. 
 The current IFOA dues 
structure was discussed, with 
several minor changes proposed.  
No decision to change was made. 
 House Concurrent Reso-
lution 18 has passed both the 
House and the Senate.  This reso-
lution instructs the Natural Re-
source Subcommittee in the 
House to conduct a fact finding 
mission looking at the trend of 
ownership changes and economic 
changes within Idaho. 
 Another discussion of the 
proposed subdivision near Bay-
view, Idaho was held.  IFOA 
member Jeff Merkeley was in 
attendance to voice his concerns.  
The current Kootenai County 
P&Z regulations were also dis-
cussed. 
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Idaho Farm Acres Decrease Again 
 The Census of Agriculture for 2007 reports that total farm acres for the state of Idaho decreased.  
The U.S. Department of Agriculture conducts the census every five years.  The census reports key indi-
cators of agricultural land and operations, and the historical data facilitates comparisons over time.  Be-
tween 2002 and 2007, the acres in agriculture decreased by 270,000 acres, or 2.3%.  The decrease fol-
lowed a 2.4% decrease during the previous five year period. 
 The number of farms increased, resulting in a smaller average farm size for the state.  The ma-
jority of the increase occurred in farms less than 180 acres in size.  The average market value of land 
and buildings increased by 55%, or $702 per acre.  The census collected the data prior to the housing 
bubble; the increase reflects the real estate pressure on market prices as well as the upswing of crop 
prices prior to the economic downturn. 
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This report summarizes two very important topics (that directly relate to Idaho private forest own-
ers) addressed at the Thursday, April 23, 2009 Idaho Forest Practices Act Advisory Committee meeting. 
 

Tree Retention along Class II streams:  All Class II streams need to have at least 140 trees along a 1000’ 
reach (within a 35’ wide buffer) of the stream following harvest.  These trees can all be 8” or less in 
DBH in order to meet state law.  In many instances, these smaller trees do not exist before harvest, and 
an “unsatisfactory” condition exists following harvest.  This is the case in many second growth, highly 
stocked stands.  In other instances, if broadcast burning is implemented for site preparation purposes, 
these smaller residual trees that have been left for a SMZ buffer, may be burned and killed.  Once 
again, an “unsatisfactory” condition exists.  The Advisory Committee is discussing what is really needed 
along these Class II streams.  This will require some time to adequately address, and some site visits this 
summer to look at this issue are anticipated. 
 

Fish Passage:  Many creek crossing have been installed during the past 50 years that do not meet the 
fish passage requirements set forth by the Idaho Department of Water Resources (IDWR).  The IDWR 
has 4 criteria that must be met when currently installing culverts in Class I fish bearing streams: 

No inlet drop 
Outlet drop must be less than 1 foot with an adequate jump pool 
Depth of water in the pipe must be at least 3”. 
The velocity must be less than 4’/second and the slope of the pipe must be: 

3% maximum for drainages less than 201 acres 
2% maximum for drainages between 201 acres & 350 acres 
1% maximum for drainages between 351 acres & 1000 acres 
0.5% maximum for drainages between 1000 acres & 2600 acres 
0% grade for drainages over 2600 acres in size. 

 

All these criteria can be difficult to meet, depending on the stream and/or seasonal conditions.  
The question before the Advisory Committee is: What criteria could reasonably be enforced?  This is a 
difficult issue that will take some time over the next year or so to properly research and address.

Note that these figures represent prices paid by competitive domestic facilities in the Inland Northwest and are based on average-
sized logs and standard log lengths—usually 16’6” and 33’. 
 

As indicated by the above prices, the market for Inland Northwest logs continues to be in a deep 
slump.  Over the last few months there have been times when no viable log market existed for ponderosa 
pine, western red cedar or western white pine.  On the bright side, many mills that haven’t been in the 
log market lately are planning to begin log purchases again in late spring/early summer; however, prices 
are expected to remain very low for the foreseeable future.  Even the pulp market, which often times 
strengthens during weak log markets, has remained weak. 

All indications point toward a continuing bleak log market situation.  Most experts continue to 
believe it will be 2010 before a notable strengthening in log prices occur.

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 The Idaho State Senate passed a resolution on March 10th to examine the loss of working forests, 
ranches and farms, and to recommend solutions to address this challenge.  The resolution passed the 
Idaho House on March 2.  The resolution calls for the Natural Resources Interim Committee to look at 
all dimensions of the loss of rural working lands.  It is an opportunity for interested groups and the pub-
lic to come forward with their ideas.  It will allow deliberate evaluation of the issues, what resources are 
currently available and where the unmet needs may lie. 
 The Idaho Working Lands Coalition-a coalition of agricultural, outdoor recreation and conser-
vation organizations-believes that the conversion of forests, ranches, and farms threatens Idaho’s econ-
omy, wildlife habitat and quality of life.  The coalition has proposed landowner incentives to protect 
working lands.  However, given the fiscal challenges faced by the state, the coalition believed this is not 
the year to bring forth a proposal for landowner incentives. 
 The resolution creates an opportunity to better understand both the problem and the options for 
addressing it.  “If we don’t address the issues surrounding Idaho’s working lands, we stand to lose our 
heritage and things we’ve spent generations building,” says Representative Rich Wills of Twin Falls.  
“This resolution keeps the issue alive and will hopefully lead to solutions at another time.” 
 A poll conducted last year found that, by wide margins, Idahoans were concerned about the loss 
of farms, ranches and wildlife habitat to development. 
 
House Concurrent Resolution 18:  Be It Resolved by the Legislature of the State of Idaho: 
WHEREAS, Idaho’s working forests, ranches and farms provide important benefits to all Idahoans by 
sustaining Idaho’s economy, food and fiber production, the heritage of local communities, habitat for 
fish and wildlife, intact watersheds for clean water and opportunities to hunt, fish and enjoy the out-
doors� and 
WHEREAS, working forests, ranches and farms, and the benefits they provide, have been lost to other 
uses over the past several decades and are expected to continue to do so at a rapid rate� and 
WHEREAS, many of Idaho’s rural landowners are deeply committed to maintaining agriculture and 
forestry traditions and to serving as stewards of natural resources and wildlife� and 
WHEREAS, Idahoans support protecting working forests, ranches and farms as well as the wildlife, ac-
cess and other benefits these lands provide. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the members of the First Regular Session of the Sixtieth 
Idaho Legislature, the House of Representatives and the Senate concurring therein, that the Natural Re-
sources Interim Committee appointed by the Legislative Council is requested to gather information 
from interested groups and existing resources regarding: 
(1) The extent of conversion of working forests, ranches and farms to other uses�  
(2) The effects of such conversions on local economies, agricultural heritage, timber  resources, wildlife 
habitat and recreational opportunities� 
(3) The strengths and shortcomings of existing programs designed to keep forests, ranches and farms 
working� and 
(4) The need and opportunity for a suite of state policy tools to: 
 (i) Address the loss of working forests, ranches and farms and to protect the health of fish and wildlife 
populations� 
 (ii) Provide programs for voluntary enrollment to access forest lands�  
 (iii) Sustain economic contributions of working lands� 
 (iv) Maintain opportunities for outdoor recreation � and 
 (v) Reward good land stewardship. 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Natural Resources Interim Committee is requested to seek the 
view of representatives from forestry, ranching, farming, sporting, conservation, business organizations 
and the public in gathering the information. 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Natural Resources Interim Committee is requested to present 
its findings and recommendations to the Second Regular Session of the Sixtieth Idaho Legislature. 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Department of Agricult ure, the Department of Fish and Game, 
the Department of Lands and the Office of Species Conservation are encouraged to provide information 
and recommendations relevant to the Natural Resources Interim Committee’s study.

Agriculture and Idaho’s Economic Base 
 What does agriculture contribute to 
Idaho’s economy?  A University of Idaho Exten-
sion study concludes that agriculture is “the single 
biggest contributor to the economic base of 
Idaho”.  The sector exports seventy-three percent 
of the production, which captures revenue exter-
nal to the state and supports related service and 
support sectors.  Extension economists conducted 
both a gross contribution analysis as well as a base 
contribution analysis.  Conclusions reported in the 
Executive Summary for the economic base analy-
sis state the agriculture sector accounts for: 
· $21 billion in total sales 
· 156,600 jobs, or 17% of the total workforce 
· $4.2 billion in wages 
· $8.4 billion or 17% of the gross state product. 
The state’s private lands are a critical component 
of the sector’s infrastructure. 
 

Idaho Land Legacy Trust Progresses 
 The Idaho Fish and Game Commission ap-
pointed a sub-committee to define the structure 
and management of a Land Legacy Trust.  The 
sub-committee will conduct their work with the 
Department.  Commission members include Tony 
McDermott, Randy Budge, and Cameron 
Wheeler. 
 Governor Otter announced his support for 
the Trust concept in July, 2007, and set a target of 
$50 million for the fund.  The Trust will pay for 
conservation and stewardship of forests, farms 
and ranches important to wildlife, hunting and 
fishing.  Several funding sources were identified in 

the announcement: 1) Bonneville Power Authority 
mitigation payments to the State of Idaho for habi-
tat loss due to the construction of 5 hydropower 
projects, 2) transfer of in-holdings to the U.S. For-
est Service for cash, and 3) the sale of scattered 
Fish and Game parcels that lack significant habi-
tat or recreation values. 
 The Commission was updated at their 
January 29th meeting in Boise on the status of the 
Land Legacy Trust. 
· To date, the Southern Idaho Wildlife Mitigation 

partners (Idaho Fish and Game, Shoshone-
Bannock, and Shoshone-Paiute Tribes) formed a 
settlement proposal and structure.  The proposal 
and structure have been discussed with BPA and 
all parties have agreed to continue negotiations. 

· The Department cooperated with the U.S. Forest 
Service to submit an application for Land and 
Water Conservation Funds in the President’s 
budget to be used by the U.S. Forest Service to 
purchase two of the Department’s backcountry 
ranches. 

· And the Department is moving forward with the 
disposal of other small surplus properties 
through the Idaho Land Board. 

 These activities will contribute funds to-
wards the $50 million objective of the Land Leg-
acy Trust. 
 

Stimulus Bill and Wildland Fire Hazard 
 The House Stimulus Bill (American Recov-
ery and Reinvestment Act, HR 679) included $850 
million to reduce wildfire threats.  Of that total 
amount, the bill proposes $550 million “for State 
fire assistance, hazardous fuels projects, volunteer 
fire assistance, cooperative forest health projects, 
city forest enhancements, and wood to energy 
grants on State and private lands”.  The concept 
has support in the Senate from Idaho Sens. Mike 
Crapo and Jim Risch.  Both senators recommend 
a larger amount, $1.2 billion to reduce the hazard 
of catastrophic wildland fires.  The 2008 national 
fire suppression costs totaled $1.85 billion.  Sena-
tors supporting the legislation argue that the in-
vestment could reduce fire suppression costs by 
fifty percent over a five year period, while creating 
50,000 jobs in rural communities.
