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Landowners, primarily along the Highway 95 corridor, from Moscow, north to the Coeur
d’Alene area should be on the lookout this spring/summer fahe possibility of increasing populations of
an insect pest. Douglas-fir Tussock Moth (DFTM) populationseem to peak about every 8-10 years in
roughly the same areas. The moth prefers drier grand fiand Douglas-fir habitat types, frequently
along exposed ridge tops. The adult female is wingless anahaot fly, hence the relatively slow move-
ment of populations from one area to another. The females attachemselves to branches in a host tree
and when their T instar larvae hatch, the larvae are easily disseminated by md when they climb
higher in the tree and drop down on very fine webs. The yag caterpillars feed primarily on the new
growth needles of grand fir and Douglas-fir. In the years por to an actual outbreak they are often first
observed on ornamental blue spruce or native Engelmann spradan windbreaks or in people’s yards,
where tree top defoliation will be observed. As the sumer progresses the larvae continue to grow and
molt and their appetite continues to increase. Once theew growth is consumed they will begin feeding
on the older needles, eventually causing defoliation from thip of the tree downward. This action can
cause top kill, but it usually takes several years of heavy fidiation for tree death to occur. Even with-
out actual mortality, DFTM attacks will cause growth loss on tle individual trees and may weaken trees
enough to encourage bark beetle attacks of mature Douglas-fir.

So what assistance can a landowner find if confronted witthis situation? The Idaho Depart-
ment of Lands (IDL) has a very intensive monitoring program inplace to annually assess DFTM popu-
lations and give landowners advance notice of increasing populatien Since the early 1970’s IDL has
placed pheromone traps to monitor populations. In 2009 IDL used33 locations, placing 5 separate
traps at each location. These traps utilize a pheromone a#tctant to lure the male moths into the trap.
The intent is not to control the populations, but only tamonitor numbers from year to year. In 2009 the
average number of moths/trap was 11.86, with 22 of the traps having ov&5 moths. As a comparison,
between 2001 and 2002 (the last major outbreak) trapped moths averagé&d/trap. If the population
does not crash on it's own due to naturally occurring causehi¢re may be defoliation showing up in
2010 or 2011. In both 2001 and 2002 IDL implemented an aggressive aerjailay program to control
DFTM populations. In 2001 approximately 75,000 acres of State and pate lands were sprayed. In
2002 another 30,000 + acres were sprayed. Federal and state futhédped this project. Landowners
were given a choice of having their property sprayed (or not) andf sprayed, entered a cost-share agree-
ment. Landowners were also given a choice of having their propg sprayed with either a natural bio-
logical control known as BT or an insecticide known as Dimih, an insect growth regulator that affects
the butterfly/moth group of insects.

As an IDL employee, | had the opportunity to work on both of threse major spray projects. Infor-
mation for this article was obtained from conversations and repas compiled by IDL Forest Health

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The American Forest Foundation (AFF), the nation's oldest rad largest network of woodland
owners, announced that its Board of Trustees has adopted wgerevised standards for the American
Tree Farm System (ATFES), its woodland certification program Bob Simpson, AFF Senior Vice Presi-
dent for Forestry Programs, said "The changes do two importanthings: they go further in protecting
woodlands of high conservation value, and they streamline theqress for woodland owners patrticipat-
ing in USDA conservation incentive programs."

The new standards were developed especially for small wdadd owners, who provide nearly
two-thirds of the wood fiber used for paper products in he U.S., ATES requires adoption of a woodland
management plan that will ensure conservation of multiple resirces-water, wildlife, timber, scenic
views, and recreation. The new standards will require e¢gfied woodland owners to consider and mini-
mize adverse impact of timber or other activities on places afinique historical, cultural, or wildlife
value.

A recent survey by ATFS found that its members are alreadyang a lot to conserve special sites
on a voluntary basis. Wide-ranging examples include: Protectg a waterfowl reservoir, maintaining
old-growth hardwood stands, protecting bird nesting habitat ad threatened species like the gopher tor-
toise, replanting longleaf pine which had been reduced ttess than 3 percent of its original range
throughout the South, commemorating historical Native Americarburial grounds and a slave cemetery.

Another practical impact of the changes will be in equalizig the woodland management plans
required under ATFS and under various USDA conservation inentive programs. In the past, a wood-
land owner may have been required to produce and follow two pahel plans with very similar goals but
differing in the details.

The new standards take effect January 1, 2010, and landowners whiave one year to make sure
their woodlands meet the new standards. AFF will use #éhtransition year to educate landowners and
train the over 4,000 volunteer inspectors who administer the ARS certification program.

The ATFES has certified over 90,000 woodland owners as managing th&nd sustainably, in a
way that will ensure that the wood, wildlife, water, and rereation benefits will continue for future gen-
erations. Together, ATFS members are conserving 24 million ees. Wood products derived from
ATES certified land is distributed throughout North American and the world under the consumer labels
SFI (Sustainable Forestry Initiative) and PEFC (Programmefor Endorsement of Forest Certification
Schemes).

AFF's Simpson said "Although our ATES certification program is the oldest in America, operat-
ing since 1941, we are constantly working to improve our standarde make them fit new conservation
forestry practices and consumer expectations. Consumersam to be able to rely on green brands, and
the ATFS brand continues to grow in stature and acceptance."

Simpson cited another development that has recently attractedational attention to the ATFS
certification program. ATFS was validated through a third-party audit conducted by NSF Interna-
tional and PricewaterhouseCoopers, certifying that Tree Farmscross the country were meeting appli-
cable standards.

AFF President and CEO Tom Martin said, "Most ATFS membels own only 100 acres or less. As
the focus for many woodland owners shifts from primarily timker production to other uses including
wildlife, nature appreciation, safe drinking water, and clmate change, the certification program is an
important tool to demonstrate their commitment to conservatn forestry."

AFF is a nonprofit 501(c)(3) conservation and education organizatiothat strives to ensure the
sustainability of America's family forests for present andfuture generations. Their vision is to create a
future where North American forests are sustained by @ublic which understands and values the social,
economic, and environmental benefits they provide to our comuamities, our nation, and our world.

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The Center for the University of Idaho (Ul) Forest Nurery and Seedling Research Advisory
Committee (Nursery Advisory Council), with Dr. Anthony Davis as Chair, revised the committee char-
ter and policy statements. Presently there are 14 memberganization representatives, including Steve
Funk for IFOA and Tom Leege for the Inland Empire Christmas Tree Association. Nursery production
will be down for 2010 from 450,000 to 365,000 seedlings due to budgenstraints and increased re-
search requirements. A few (mostly non-native) speciesill be dropped from the program, however
Christmas tree and wind-break species will still be avdable, as well as other native species. The Nurs-
ery is partnering with the Tree Improvement and the TreeNutrition Cooperatives on campus to help
with research efforts. The Ul Forest Research Nuexy’s Annual Meeting is set for the first week of Sep-
tember, 2010 and will include a tour of the nursery. The UIRange and Forestry departments have

Althoughot evident
by the quoted pulp prices, the pulp market has signifintly declined over the last quarter. The recent clage of Smurfit-
Stone Container Corp. near Missoula, MT, has generated surplus of pulp material, which has resulted in someulp yards
closures, thereby requiring sellers to haul their mateal further.

The prospect of significantly higher prices this yearemains bleak. It is hoped that a small up-tick in pries will oc-
cur in late spring, but most experts point toward 2011 befre lumber prices, and consequently log values, will lund.
